was born in Raikovo, Bulgaria, on March 2,
1885.

Immigrated to the United States in 1907 at
the age of 22, after having been expelled
from Bulgaria. Originally a Greek Orthodox,
Houteff had become involved in some kind
of difficulty with his native church; so much
so that they requested the Bulgarian
Government to expel him from the country.
In 1919 was baptized into the SDA Church,
but had his own aberrant ideas
